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What do you think of when you hear the name Al Sharpton?  Do you think of a civil rights activist who is always out there fighting for what is right and just?  Do you think of someone who is looking out for the rights of the little guy. Do you think of a trendsetter that is fighting for equality and justice for the African Americans?

Well if this is what you think of when you hear the name Al Sharpton, you are wrong.  What then, you as, is Al Sharpton?  Well the list is long but here goes.  Al Sharpton is not a civil rights activist but instead a racial agitator.  He could care less about civil rights and his main concern is that African Americans NEVER get racial equality because that would put him out of the limelight. If Al Sharpton wants to REALLY do some good in the community, why don’t he come on down here and teach these kids to respect the police and their elders. Why don’t he come on down here and try the Bill Cosby approach instead of teaching the youth to feel entitled and that everyone else owes them just because they have darker skin.


Officer Jerry Piland was put on administrative leave without pay for several months waiting his day for justice.  He was found to be innocent of the use of excessive force. They have not been CONVICTED of libel in the infamous Tawana Brawley hoax.  They did not incite anti-Semites against Freddy’s Mart and cause their followers to burn it down killing seven people.


Our group of ministers are good, solid, upstanding pillars of the community who know that the way to solve problems is not by inciting riots and getting people hurt but to work together for the positive good.  They also understand that there are good and bad on both sides and that the color of a person’s skin does not make him right any more than it makes him wrong.


When O.J. Simpson was acquitted of murdering his former wife, who was white, you didn’t sww Billy Graham or Pat Robertson running out to Los Angeles and trying to incite all the white people to a riot against African Americans or Black police officers.  We do not want you here Al Sharpton to incite your riots and then leave us to pick up the damage after you and the television cameras are gone.

Go home Al Sharpton.  Go home and shut up.  You are a disgrace to your followers. You are a disgrace to your race.  You are a disgrace to your fellow Americans.  But most of all, you are a disgrace to God because you incite your riots and inflict harm to people in the name of God.


God is watching Al Sharpton.  Change your ways.  Or at least shut up and go home.
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
