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Sometimes we marvel at the fact that our children make it through the school system with an education that is worth anything.  We all know that most of the public school system is focused on teaching our children about evolution and excluding the Christian views that include creation.  We all know that most of the public school system is focused on teaching sex education while excluding the Christian view of abstinence.  We all know that  most of  the public school system is focused on teaching our children that their parents are not allowed to spank them or punish them while excluding the Christian view of  using punishment to teach your children right from wrong.
