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What do The Reverend Jim Jones, Bernard Madoff and Ken Faulk have in common?  The answer to that question is one that I never thought would surprise many people in this country.  But as in most cases, I forgot that there are two kinds of people in this country, the gullible and the not so gullible.  The not so gullible may have trouble figuring out the answer but will certainly understand it once they hear the answer. Well, I don’t know about the rest of you but the good old country words, It Ain’t Gonna Happen Here.

The only thing that Mr. Faulk and the rest of his clan ever fight for is to create rights for the special interest groups.  We all have the very same rights guaranteed under the constitution of the United States of America.
