Donate To Race For The ABORTION?

It has always been such an intense event to arrive at the IUPUI Campus at eight o’clock in the morning and see fifty to sixty thousand people all dressed in pink to support this cause.


There is the pink balloon arch for all the breast cancer survivors to walk through.  There is live music and vendors handing out all kind of freebies to those who came to walk to raise money for a charity that was actually doing good things and making many advances toward finding the cure for breast cancer.


Millions have been raised to find a cure for the disease at this annual event and I have never found anyone who did not support the cause of finding a cure for cancer and the Susan G. Komen Foundation.

So you ask, “What is the race for the ABORTION all about”.  Well, first let’s start with some of the information that ties abortion to breast cancer.  Women who have had an abortion at some point in their lives have a forty percent increase in the risk of getting breast cancer in their lifetime.  This is a proven medical fact that has been published in several medical journals over the years.
