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Over the years, we have watched as homosexuality has taken on a brazen force against its opponents and pushed its agenda until, once again, the few are dictating to the many.


While this country was founded on the principles of freedom and equality, I do not believe the founding fathers had some of these ideas in mind.


Thirty-one states have put same sex marriage to a vote of its citizens.  Thirty-one states have seen this bill voted down by a very healthy majority.  The only states where same sex marriage is legal are those states where a few men or women sit on a state Supreme Court or appeals court and have made that decision.  It has NEVER been put into law by a majority vote of citizens.

The United States House of Representatives and the United States Senate have now passed legislation that makes it illegal for a preacher or anyone else to preach or say anything against homosexuality.  This bill was signed (to no one’s surprise) by our President.  So now in this land of the free only the homosexuals are free.  There is no more equality because the homosexuals can speak out against heterosexuals but can jail those who speak out against them.

The bill, SB 572, requires that the Governor (including future governors) proclaim every May 22 as Harvey Milk Day, "and would designate that day as having special significance in public schools and educational institutions and would encourage those entities to conduct suitable commemorative exercises on that date." The bill offers no opt-out provisions for parents who might not want their children to focus on sexuality for an entire school day. The new law also affects every grade level. Governor Schwarzenegger had previously vetoed a nearly-identical bill, but some believed that he would sign the measure this time because of recent honors bestowed on Harvey Milk by Hollywood and President Obama.

 SB 572 was authored by openly homosexual Senator Mark Leno of San Francisco. Another bill authored by Leno, that would recognize same-sex marriages from other states, was also signed into law by Schwarzenegger.

As this bill becomes law, you can be assured that the gay and lesbian organizations across the country are preparing to attack every state with a similar bill.  These organizations have come to realize that they face a very tough ballet in getting laws passed to give them the special status that they want.  They have also come to realize that if they can get their agenda into the public school system, they can teach our children that their parents are wrong and that when they grow up they should vote for this special agenda.
The sad testament to all of this is that they are correct in this assumption.  Today’s parents are so afraid of losing their children by being good parents and teaching their children the right and proper ways and teaching them morals that many of them leave it up to the school system to take care of it.
