Let’s Party At Cordoba House

Plans are in the works for a new Islamic Mosque to be built near the ground zero site of the terrorist attack on September 11, 2001.  There are differing points of view on whether or not this Mosque should be built.  Needless to say, I have a viewpoint on the subject as well.

It can also be conduct in accord with a specific ethic of respect. Specific ethics of respect are of fundamental importance to various cultures. Respect for tradition and legitimate authority is identified by Jonathan Haidt as one of five fundamental moral values shared to a greater or lesser degree by different societies and individuals.  Respect should not be confused with tolerance, since tolerance doesn't necessarily imply any positive feeling, and is not incompatible with contempt, which is the opposite of respect.  The word respect comes from the latin respicere which means look behind. It evokes the idea of judging something regarding what has been done in the past when it is worth being acknowledged. Thus, the notion of respect implies that it can be applied to a person who has done something well, but also to anything that has been stated in the past, such as a promise, the rules of a game, the law, and so on.  This  is also the reason why in most languages, it is said that respect has to be earned or deserved.


While understanding that maybe not all Muslims interpret the Quran with the samemeaning as most, we must realize that this so called peaceful religion is guided by a belief that it is their allah given duty to destroy the American way of life and bring the ENTIRE world under their Sharia Law.
