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In all the uproar over the property tax increases oand the reassessments, I think we have missed a very important point.  To make it simple, let’s say you have a house that was assessed previously as being worth one hundred thousand dollars with a tax rate of five percent. Your annual property taxes would be $5000. Now with the reassessment, your house is assessed at one hundred fifty thousand dollars at the same tax rate of five percent.  Your new annual property tax would increase to $7500.  This is when you start to scream bloody murder and threaten to throw your mayor, governor, senators and congressmen out of office if they don’t fix this tragedy immediately.  So all the politicians start talking (the first hint of trouble) and they decide that they have to lower the property tax and they have to do it quick!  Their dilemma is how to raise the money to replace the income from the property taxes that they will no longer receive.  So they start to talk about raising the sales taxes, and the income taxes and any other taxes they can find to raise.   The problem, sit back... here it comes... they don’t need to do anything to replace the property taxes.  We are talking about an INCREASE in the property tax that they have not even received yet. Leave the assessments at the levels they are now and don’t raise any other taxes to compensate for something you do not have to begin with.  For once, let’s see our politicians make the right decision and decide to not raise their spending of OUR money and just hold their spending at the current levels and focus on cutting out the waste that we see every day of our tax dollars.  If we are smart, the ones who vote this way would get re-elected and the ones who don’t vote would find themselves standing on the unemployment lines trying to collect unemployment compensation, welfare, food stamps, medicaid so they could have better healthcare than we do, etc.
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
