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To burn or not to burn. That is the question!  This has quickly become a high profile battle between Pastor Terry Jones and his supporters and Muslims and their supporters worldwide, including the current federal administration.

For the second time since announcing his plans in July, the Pastor was visited by FBI agents in what was thought to be an intimidation visit by the administration to “scare” Pastor Jones into backing down from his plan to burn copies of the Quran at his Dove World Outreach Center Church on September 11th.


In an interview with ABC's "Good Morning America," Obama said what Jones proposes "is completely contrary to our values as Americans. This country has been built on the notion of freedom and religious tolerance."
