What We Need Is A Little Racial Profiling!

In the aftermath of the Fort Hood Tragedy in Texas a couple of weeks ago, I have become aware of some other domestic terrorism threats.  As I ponder the thought processes of these domestic terrorists it occurs to me that it is unbelievable that anyone can commit such a horrendous act of killing people in the name of God.

It has long been the policy of the government that racial profiling was not allowed.  Times have changed and I do not believe that this term carries repugnance that it once did.  There is a mighty difference between stopping a black man in a pre-dominantly white neighborhood and arresting him simply because of his skin color, and stopping an Arab man (who is not an American citizen) at the airport security line instead of the 75 year old gray haired woman in front of him to be searched.

A friend of our family recently took a flight to South Carolina.  He is 84 years old and on oxygen.  At the local airport, the rest of his family was cleared through security with no problems while this 84 year old was pulled out of line and searched in the open terminal.  He was told to remove his belt, at which point his pants fell to his ankles.  The security ran the wand over this World War II Veteran and then they insisted on searching the wheel chair he was in.

Now here comes the really absurd part.  The wheel chair they insisted on searching belonged to the airport.  When a wheelchair was requested, one was delivered by airport personnel and this attendant pushed the wheelchair to the security gateway and never left it unattended.  Yet security insisted that there may have been a bomb or materials for one in the wheelchair itself.  If that was the case, it would have to have been placed there by airport personnel.  If security is suspecting that, they need to screen their applicants a tad bit better.

The last time I flew, I saw security pull several people out of line to be searched.  They ranged from a teenage boy to an elderly lady to a white man in mid thirties and a black man in his mid forties.  However there was a group of thirteen Arab young men who walked right through the security gates with not even a second look.  These men boarded the airplane and split up so that all thirteen sat separately in a random fashion so that there was one in every section of the airplane.

We are in the midst of a war against terrorism here folks and I think we should be doing a little racial profiling in these cases.  Let’s get real.  The chance of an eighty-four World War II veteran trying to hijack or blow up an airplane are pretty slim compared to thirteen Arab young men.  If an American goes to their country, we are treated as suspect in everything we do and we are expected to follow their laws and customs.  They should expect the same treatment from us when they come to America.


All that pales in comparison to what we are doing to ourselves.  While some other countries may hate America and its people, there is a certain insanity for Americans to commit terrorism against other Americans. As we have learned about the Fort Hood Massacre, that the assassin, Nidal Malik Hasan, had made online postings threatening the very acts of terrorism that he eventually carried out.  In the wake of that horrific act, a group of “gay” activists has made similar postings in response to Maine’s natural marriage victory early in November.  

These postings, on the homosexual activist “JoeMyGod” Weblog, have directly threatened to retaliate with “terrorism” and the “killing” of Christians.  (What was the definition of a “Hate Crime” again)?  If there were postings that said “Christians threaten to kill gays in retaliation for Vermont’s legalizing gay marriage, The Hate Crime police would be all over that as a Hate Crime and ready to arrest and prosecute whoever made the posting. If marriage equality is taken away in one of the landmark states, we will see domestic terrorism arise very quickly. … In 1991, I witnessed gay and lesbian activists setting fire to buildings and beating people with baseball bats in Los Angeles.”


“tex” reiterated: “Still not seeing this as a bad thing Fritz ... [African gay activists] didn't gain their civil rights through being passive.”
