This trial comes on the heels of the trial of Michelle Winkler, a receptionist, who asked her husband, who is not a school employee, to bless the evening meal at a separate, privately sponsored event held off campus after school to honor non-instructional staff. The ACLU urged the court to hold Winkler in contempt, but after a 7 ½ hour trial, the judge sided with Winkler.


What has happened in this country when the organization that is supposed to uphold the rights and liberties of Americans has implemented plans to destroy those very rights?


My suggestion would be to ship the entire bunch of lawyers who make up the ACLU over to the Middle East to set up shop.  I am sure they would be welcomed with open arms and big smiles.  We all know that could never happen.  In the meantime, the ACLU continues to destroy the rights of American citizens, and they do so with the blessing of most politicians and also with OUR tax dollars.
